“I first heard the gospel and fell in love with Jesus because of this music. Then I started gospel choirs so
more Japanese people could hear THE gospel. Now, I get to take some of them to experience worship
through this music for real!” Asami Odate, the choir director and organizer of the trip on the Japan side,
said with tears of delight. “African-Americans...Caucasians...Asians.. .all singing and worshiping to-

gether...I think we’ve tasted heaven!

“I'never had an entire family pray for me and invite me to join them,” said another member about her
host family. “They had a profound impact on me.”

On October 10-20, a group of ten Japanese came to Mississippi and Memphis to experience the origins
and power of gospel music. They participated in choir rehearsals, picked cotton by hand, toured a cotton
gin, rode in the back of a pickup truck, shot a shotgun, and sang live on the radio. See videos from the
trip on our blog: rogerlowther.blogspot.com!
